HERE
BY PLANE
Belfast has two airports, George 
Best Belfast City Airport, and Belfast 
International. Flights from Belfast to 
the rest of the UK take less than an 
hour, and are reasonably priced*.

BY BOAT
The two main Belfast routes are 
from Liverpool and Cairnryan. 
An alternative route runs 
from Holyhead to Dublin, with 
excellent motorway connections 
between there and Belfast.

BY BUS AND TRAIN
Queen’s is a five minute walk from 
Botanic Train Station. A connection 
to Dublin is just one stop away, 
via Lanyon Place station. Opening 
in autumn 2024 Belfast's new 
Grand Central Station will be the 
main transport hub for Northern 
Ireland. The station will feature 
26 bus stands and 8 railway 
platforms and be the largest of 
its kind on the island of Ireland
